VII-th Sunday after the Pentecost is the Sunday of the Fathers of the six
ecumenical councils.

If we consider the etymology of the words “ecumenical council” then the word
“ouncil” itself means “assembly” and the word “ecumenical” literally means
“universal”. Thus, the Ecumenical Council is a gathering of bishops of the Church of
Christ, both Eastern and Western, in its universal fullness.

Ecumenical Councils are the highest church authority. They take place under
the guidance of the Holy Spirit acting in the Church. During the Ecumenical Councils,
questions are discussed, and decisions are made on matters of creed, legislation,
and church discipline. They were usually convened in the most complex historical
periods of the life of the Church when the turmoil in the Christian world put the
Orthodox people before a choice.

During the time of the Ecumenical Councils, the Creed was adopted, Arianism
and other heretical teachings were condemned, the date of Easter was determined,
and the creed about the Holy Trinity and the Divine and human nature of our Savior
was formulated. The Mother of Jesus Christ is also recognized as the Most Holy
Theotokos. The decisions of the Ecumenical Councils remain relevant to this day.

The Eastern Church decided to separately honour the memory of all the
participants of the first six ecumenical councils, which occurred when the Church was
not yet divided. It is not a question of knowing the exact number and names of several thousand bishops who participated in the work of
the councils. Instead, we honour them today as devoted pastors, teachers and guardians of genuine teaching, church discipline and
deeply spiritual people. Without their sense of responsibility for Christ's Church, it would not be what it is today. Heresies, false teaching,
and lack of church discipline could distort the teachings of Christ, which the books of the Holy Scriptures convey to us. Therefore, this
Sunday, we thank God for the righteous bishops who worked and raised responsible decisions during the first six ecumenical councils.
There is still a need for good priests and bishops today.

We can expect and demand that our spiritual guardians be people of the highest level of spiritual life and pastoral zeal. Still, we
must also realize that all this depends not only on the priest or bishop himself but also on parishioners, who must remember their pastors
in daily prayers. The faithful must also support their pastors in their responsibility for the local Church, whether at the parish or diocesan
level. The faithful must be a kind of support for their pastors, not just observers, controllers or critics.

Today, we remember the ancient Fathers of the six ecumenical councils and our present-day bishops, priests, ruling bishops,
parish priests, employees, and deacons who bear pastoral responsibility in our parishes and dioceses. Let them feel spiritual and practical
support from us in their pastoral ministry. Let us also beware of unnecessary and all the more unfair condemnation. Then the whole
Church will be holier and be able to show us the way to salvation without obstacles.
