On August 6, the Church honours the holy martyr brothers
Borys and Hlib (in the baptism of Roman and David), who were the
younger sons of Prince Volodymyr the Great King of Kyiv Rus and the
brothers of Yaroslav the Wise and Sviatopolk the Repentant.

After the death of Volodymyr the Great in 1015, the eldest son
Sviatopolk begins a bloody struggle for the Kyiv princely throne. In the
power struggle, Sviatopolk kills two brothers - Borys and Hlib.

A few years later, the next son of Volodymyr the Great,
Yaroslav the Wise, will defeat the fratricide Sviatopolk and sit on Kyiv's
throne. Then the cult of the two murdered sons of Volodymyr will also
begin, as martyrs-passion-bearers Borys and Hlib. These are the first
canonized Ukrainian saints. They are called martyr princes because
they died not for their faith but because they showed innocence and

i 7 § 3 % fulfilled the commandments of God. Tradition says that both brothers,
knowmg that the klller sent by thelr brother Swatopolk was coming, preferred to accept death rather than raise a hand against their brother.
They believed it did not befit them as Christians to oppose their brother and shed their brother’s blood.

Saints Borys and Hlib knew that being a Christian was a responsibility. It is necessary to be a Christian not only on Sundays when
Divine Liturgies are served in our churches, not only when everything is going well in life. One must also be a Christian when it costs and
requires a sacrifice, even the greatest — one’s life. Our saints knew what it meant to be a faithful Christian.

How to be a faithful Christian? This question is relevant even in our time. To be a faithful Christian, one must be baptized and
believe in the Risen Christ. A Christian should have established priorities in his life and adhere to them. Saints Borys and Hlib knew the
priority was the commandment to love God and their neighbour. There are many such perfect Christians in the history of our Church.
Among them are the holy new martyrs of Ukraine, whose icon is also in our church (above the door from the side entrance). These are
bishops, priests, monks, nuns and laypeople who suffered to the point of blood and martyrdom and did not deny Christ and His Church.

Today we live in a completely different world from where our parents, grandfathers and the Ukrainian new martyrs mentioned here
lived. Time presents us with its own challenges, dangers and threats. This is primarily the secularization of society. Today’s man often
lives as if there were no God and is bound by neither God’s nor church’s nor human laws. Experienced Christians even often fall into this
temptation.

Looking at the figure of today’s holy martyrs, Borys and Hlib, it is worth asking ourselves before God about our priorities and what
is the most essential for us today in life. The holy martyrs Borys and Hlib knew what should be the most significant value for them. They
knew that loyalty to Christian values would cost and require great sacrifice. However, they did not run away or raise their hands against
their brother. They preferred to put their heads under the sword, not draw it against their brother.

Yes, the holy brothers entered eternity, fulfilling perhaps the most difficult commandment of Christ: “...love your enemies, bless
those who curse you and pray for those who offend and persecute you.”

Especially for the feat of Borys and Hlib, our Church defined a new order of saints - martyrs. Those who suffered innocently but
forgave their persecutors and met death with Christian humility.
